The Labour Advisory Committee wishes to inform all workers that recently Free Trade Union of Workers of the Kingdom of Cambodia (FTUWKC) has released a letter appealing to all workers to stop working for 3 days to demand that the government and employers accept to solve the two requests: 

1. Offer a proper minimum wage to enhance workers' living condition.
2. Request the owner of TACK FAT Garment to respect the labour law, stop oppressing workers and solve the problem over working condition. 

For the above two requests, the Labour Advisory Committee wishes to inform all workers that:   

1) According to Chapter 15, Article 357 of the Labour Law, only the Labour Advisory Committee is the tripartite mechanism for discussing and recommending over the minimum wage increase. On 08 February 2010, the Labour Advisory Committee held its first meeting on minimum wage increase for workers in Garment and Footwear industry as agreed in the meeting of the Labour Advisory Committee on 19 October 2006. This first meeting discussed the issue thoroughly and agreed that all parties must prepare their respective detailed technical documents to submit to the secretariat of the Labour Advisory Committee and then another meeting will be held. 

2) Regarding the dispute resolution over labour compliance and working condition, workers and employer shall solve the problems based on the procedure stated in the law which means that they have to go through conciliation and in the event that the conciliation cannot be reached, it can be submitted to AC (Arbitration Council) and if AC still cannot solve the problem, workers have an option to stage a strike or refer to the court.
The Labour Advisory Committee appeals to all workers to duly comply with the rights entitled in the law. The Labour Advisory Committee hopes strongly that all workers will follow the law in effect. 
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
