Objective: To brain storm the Private Sector on the EU and ASEAN business linkages that lead to the development of the ASEAN & EU business communities and the coming 2nd EU-ASEAN Business Council at the EU-ASEAN Summit on April 1st 2012 in Phnom Penh.

After the welcoming of delegation and guests, HE Cham Prasidh informed the participant of the necessity of having Private Sector plays its role in speeding up the ASEAN integration and takes advantages from the incentives given by EU, Duty Free Quota Free. 
He said the specific sectors will have to discuss amongst themselves and list down their needs and recommendations submitting to the Ministry for support and facilitation. Last year during the Jakarta Summit seven points were raised and they needed Efficiency response to encourage more the dialogue. Each ASEAN country has its chamber of commerce to join together to form the EU-ASEAN Business Council. 
As the Chair of ASEAN, Cambodia will host The 2nd EU-ASEAN Business Council at the ASEAN Summit in Phnom Penh on April 1st, 2012 during which CCC  President, Okhna Kith Meng, HE Cham Prasidh, Senior Minister, Minister of Commerce and AEM Chair, HE Karei de Gucht, EC Trade Commissioner, HE Dr Surin Pitsuwan, Secretary General of ASEAN will speak to the audiences. Samdech Techo Hun Sen, Prime Minister of Kingdom of Cambodia will deliver opening speech to open the Summit. 
Not to generalize the event, each specific sector will group themselves and make use all business linkages. For the Textile sector which has been the main ASEAN business integration, Mr. Van Sou Ieng, Chairman of GMAC will have to work with his members and related business leaders to discuss their business potentials and trading partnership. Private Sector empowers the success of businesses to show the bigger ASEAN countries that Cambodia can do something. Cambodia is a small speedboat that can go fast.
